We have all had a wonderful time learning about
Chinese New Year. The children in Reception were very lucky to have their
classmate Yin Lily explaining how her family celebrates the Chinese New Year. The
children also loved trying to use chopsticks to eat a selection of food including rice,
noodles, sprmg rolls and prawn crackers
The seaside theme continues. The children
love the book ‘The Lighthouse Keepers
Lunch’ by Ronda and David Armitage. They
have written postcards to Mr Grinling with
some thoughtful suggestions of how he can
stop the seagulls eating his lunch. Jack
suggested he could try a mouse trap and Milo
suggested tazers.
