Foundation Stage News 
What a performance! Or rather what faaantastic performances! We are very proud of 
all the children from the ‘Twinkles’ to ‘Mars’ I am sure you will agree they are all super 
stars. Thank you to all the parents who provided costumes, you will be impressed with 
your children’s speedy dressing skills after all the practice they have had this week! 
The Reception children are preparing for a trip into space soon, they have been 
planning what they need to take on a mission and they decided two essentials are 
food and a toothbrush! The children are keeping up their log books and have been 
busy writing letters to the alien Zog. 
The children have puzzled over addition and subtraction problems and can now 
outsmart their teachers using bead strings to support their calculations. This week 
they have continued their study of self-portraits looked at the work of some artists who 
used a variety of media to create portraits that are diverse. The children enjoyed 
looking at Pop Art by Andy Warhol and found that it looks quite different to the 
pictures by Stanley Spencer. 
Last week the children in Nursery were inspired by our visitors, a nurse and a 
paramedic. So this week we have set up a role 
play hospital. The hospital is very well staffed 
with doctors and stocked with bandages and 
equipment for all emergencies. The children 
are learning to take turns and work 
cooperatively acting out the various roles of 
doctor, receptionist and patient. They have 
been using their newly acquired medical 
knowledge and understanding to act out 
medical scenarios.  There are lots of writing 
opportunities in the hospital role play as the 
children are learning to make appointments 

and write patient details on their notes.  
Outside we have been busy practising ready for 
sports day next week. We are developing the 
skills of throwing, balance and running but 
equally important the children are developing 
their communication and language skills to listen 
and follow instructions. Practising for sports also 
involves the social skills of waiting for their turn 
and enjoying their successes and efforts as well 
as celebrating the success of their friends. We
